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TAB REPORTS ON SUNSET ADVISORY COMMISSION
HEARING TESTIMONY

On Sept. 24, the Sunset Advisory Commission met to consider the Sunset staff report and receive pub-
lic testimony on the TRCC. The portion of the hearing dealing with the TRCC began at 12:50 p.m. and
concluded almost 8 hours later. Below you will find a summary of the hearing. If you would like to
watch the hearing you may go on the web to this address:http://www.house.state.tx.us/fx/av/
committee80/80923aSAC.ram.
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About 50 witnesses signed up to testify or appear as a resource. These were fairly evenly balanced

ASSOCIATION between persons against the recommendation to eliminate the agency and those in support of the
TRCC's demise or radical reformation. The testimony against the TRCC was primarily from individual
BUILDERSaggrieved homeowner s, “"homeowner " or "consumer
Ritter, who authored the original and subsequent TRCC legislation, testified and vigorously defended

the intent behind the agency and committed to working to make additional changes as necessary. He, along with Rep.
Ruth Jones McClendon, stressed the need to give time for the significant changes enacted by the two of them in HB 1038
last session to work. The TRCC Commissioners pledged to work with the Sunset Commission and staff to develop mean-
ingful solutions to the problems identified with the agency. TAB witnesses expressed a strong commitment to work to-
wards a solution as well. One area that was repeatedly identified as deficient was the length of time the State-Sponsored
Inspection and Dispute Resolution Process (SIRP) takes to complete. The current average time is 147 days, but there are

many that have been open much longer. All parties agreed this was too long.

The result of the very lengthy hearing was direction from Sunset Commissioners to Sunset staff to develop alternatives for
them to consider prior to the December 16th decision hearing on the final Sunset Commission recommendation. There
was quite a bit of discussion surrounding what could be done to "fix" the agency as opposed to abolition. These options to
fix will be the alternatives for the Sunset Commissioners in December. We will bring you more information as it develops
and may be requesting further grass-roots contacts to the Sunset Commissioners as needed. Additionally, we will have a
complete update on this issue at the committee and board meetings at Sunbelt in November.

All TAB members and staff are indebted to the numerous members and local HBA staff who have sent letters to the Com-
mission, and to those who attended and participated in yesterday's hearing. Our positive influence was because of these
efforts. Thank you.
